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of the knob makes contact with the battery's Negative 
(-) terminal only. Tighten until the scope turns on. 
Then back off until the scope turns off. 

Cleaning: 

Warning: The user is responsible to ensure 
that their specified procedures result in 
high-level disinfection or sterilization. See 
chart for compatible solutions and 
processors. 

1.	 Make sure the device is turned off by turning the 
knob on the video monitor counter-clockwise 
until it goes off. Gently wipe all mucus, 
secretions, blood or other debris from the scope 
and stylet with a moist gauze pad. 

2.	 Remove the stylet assembly from the handle by 
following these instructions: The stylet is held in 
position by a capture screw that is located on 
the right hand side of the handle. Turning the 
capture screw counter-clockwise about 6 turns 
will release the stylet body from the handle. 
However, the electrical pin and socket 
connections are still engaged. The stylet body is 
also restricted by the pocket in the side of the 
handle. To assist in the stylet removal, push the 
capture screw in toward the handle. The stylet 
body will be slightly ejected from the pocket and 
the electrical contacts will disengage. Hold the 
stylet body and gently pull out from the pocket in 
a straight line. Be certain to replace the orange 
soak cap from the handle to the stylet prior to 
sending stylet to be sterilized. 

3.	 Unscrew the orange soak cap from the scope 
handle and screw the soak cap into the working 
length base to seal the electronic connection to 
prevent damage to the stylet. The soak cap 
should be finger tight. Care should be taken not 
to over tighten. (Failure to secure the soak cap 
during the cleaning process on the stylet will 
cause damage and void the manufacturer's 
warranty). 

4.	 Remove the tube stop from the stylet. The stylet 
and endotracheal tube stop should be rinsed 
under running water to remove any remaining 
debris. Then wash both with a neutral PH soap 
and rinse with water. 

5.	 The stylet and endotracheal tube stop are then 
high level disinfected or sterilized utilizing a 
compatible high level disinfection system. (See 
chart) 

6.	 The monitor/handle should be wiped down with 
a topical surface disinfection cleaning wipe. 

7.	 To replace the stylet, first remove the orange 
soak cap and replace it on the handle. Align the 
stylet body with the pocket in the side of the 
handle. Make sure the electrical connector is 
facing into the handle body. Gently slide the 
stylet in until it is seated against the back waiL A 

slight resistance may be felt as the electrical 
contacts engage. Turn the capture screw on the 
right side of the handle clockwise to engage with 
the stylet body until the stylet body is secured in 
the handle. Do not over tighten the capture 
screw. 

8.	 The processed scope then may be returned to 
its storage container. Note: A dirty scope should 
never be placed in this container.
